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      [image: image7.jpg]After a copyright performance in England, Sherlock Holmes
toured Rochester, Syracuse, Scranton and Wilkes-Barre in
Pennsylvania, and finally opened at Broadway’s Garrick
Theater in November of 1899. The play ran there for more
than 260 performances, then toured the United States and
moved to London's Lyceum Theatre in September 1901
where it closed after 200 performances. The play was later
revived in 1905, 1906, 1910, and 1915.

The play is the work of William Hooker Gillette, an
American actor, playwright and stage-manager of the late
nineteenth and early twentieth century who is still best
remembered today as the personification of Sherlock
Holmes on stage, a role he performed over 1,300 times,
and reprised in a silent motion picture and twice on radio.
Gillette was also well known for the famous line "This is
elementary, my dear fellow!" which later became
"Elementary, my dear Watson!", a phrase that never appears
in Doyle’s books.s.

As he takes great liberties with the characters in the play,
Gillette gives Holmes a love interest. But, on the other side,
he takes inspiration from Doyle’s original stories for some
characters. For example, Doyle mentions an unnamed
pageboy in A Case of Identity, and Gillette utilizes the
character and names him Billy. And, of course, Gillette
features Professor Moriarty as the villain.

The play was a great hit with the audience, and was
revived with great success several times over the years,
both in England and in the United States.
